types and provides restocking notifications 
when available stock reaches a minimum 
threshold.

Once a stock number has been created, it 
needs to be configured for stockage using 
the Stock Item process.

Line Item Number (LIN)/Table of Authorized 
Materiel Control Numbers (TAMCN) play a 

key role in managing equipment.

The LIN/TAMCN can be thought of as a Group Id. 

Like stock numbers are grouped under one 
LIN/TAMCN.

For a successful receipt, the following 
processes must be completed first:

Size Category (if applicable)

Commodity Type

Stock Number

Stock Item

With the precedent 
processes complete, the 
receipt can establish either 

bulk or serial equipment.

A Receipt may flow through a series of steps:

Verified

This process also establishes the Inventory 
Control Number (ICN) for the equipment. 

ICN and Container labels  as well as a DD 
Form 1348-1A can be printed directly from 
the process.

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Sets, Kits and Outfits

Set, Kits and Outfits (SKOs) are used when 
several pieces of equipment are issued as a 
single item. 

SKOs can have their elements verified 
when issued and returned.

The SKO process is divided 
into two parts:

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Individual Issue

An individual is issued equipment based on:

Unit Identification Code (UIC) they are assigned 

Commodity Type 

Master Issue Lists can be used to 
standardize the equipment issued.

Member’s may have their own 
website they can access to view 
their outstanding equipment.
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Individual Return

This process reconciles the equipment they 
are supposed to have with the equipment 
they currently possess.

Inventory levels within the 
Warehouse will be adjusted 

accordingly to the items 
returned.
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Unit Issue

The Unit Issue process is used for issuance of 
equipment to a Unit. 

A UIC Custodian will act as the responsible 
person for the equipment.

Unit Issue has many steps that have to be 
completed prior to equipment being issued 
to a member:

Commodity Type

Receiving of Equipment

Master Issue List

Once the Unit Issue is requested, it must go 
to the Plan Request, which is where the 
quantities are established. 

Once the quantity is requested it needs to 
be Approved. 

Upon Approval it is Picked using the Materiel 
Movement process, Staged and then Issued.
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Unit Return

This process allows for the following returns 
to the unit:

Issued Items

Items that do not exactly match the specific 
Stock Numbers that were originally issued

Receipt of items that have not been issued by the 
Warehouse (as long as the Stock Numbers are  
managed within the Catalog) 
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Additional FunctionsAdditional Functions
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Materiel Release Order (MRO)

An MRO is a form of issue where the item will 
not be returned.

Two options for creation:

External Item Manager

Manual

May include Collateral Item(s).

The process has the ability to use:

Transportation Management

Quality Control

Maintenance and Utilization
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Materiel Movement/Pick

The Pick procedure is used to identify what 
should be moved and where it is moved to. 

The Pick procedure is embedded in other 
processes such as:

Unit Issue

Set Kit Outfit

Warehouse Transfer

The Pick procedure is divided into two 
processes:

Materiel Movement - Plan

Materiel Movement - Pick
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Warehouse Transfer

The Warehouse Transfer process allows one 
Warehouse to request equipment from another 
Warehouse within the same Logistics Program to 
complete a replenishment request.

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Inventory Update

Allows you to update equipment information 
including locations and quantities. 

This provides an easy way to update the 
location of equipment if the Pick process 
was not used.
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Physical Inventory

The DPAS Warehouse Management module 
can perform three types of inventories:

Inventory Segment

Location

Stock Number

Can perform Manual and 
AIT-based inventories

Inventory Reconciliation is 
completed within the 

Warehouse Management module.
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Disposition

Disposition is the means by which 
equipment is removed from 
service/Warehouse inventory.

There are three disposal methods:

Local Disposals

Excess 

Warehouse Transfer

Each disposal may go through a series of 
steps depending on the disposal method.
